Location Media Conferences  
A small room located beneath the media tribune will serve as location for interviews (access via media tribune). Please follow 
the corresponding signs.  
 
Media Tribune  
The seats on the media tribune are labelled and equipped with power connections. We kindly ask you to test any 
telephone/internet lines you have ordered on Tuesday, 17 August. The media tribune will be accessible between 5 p.m. and 7 
p.m. Swisscom staff will be at your disposal if you have any questions or requests. 
 
On the day of the meeting, the media tribune will b e accessible as of 4:30pm (accreditation card requi red).  Kindly use 
the media entrances on Baslerstrasse or Badenerstrasse. Swisscom staff will be present on the media tribune throughout the 
evening to support you if necessary. Two members of the Weltklasse Zürich team will be at your disposal throughout the 
evening.  
 
Results:  
TV and radio station seats are equipped with monitors. All results will be available at any time.  
Print media representatives will be provided with printed results on the media tribune. Additional monitors will be at your 
disposal. 
 
Flash Quotes

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WLAN (Public Wireless)

Mixed Zone  
All athletes will leave the stadium through the mixed zone. Please follow the corresponding signs on the media tribune. 
Winners and additional top athletes will first pass by the TV and radio stations (right holders) and then proceed to the 
mixed zone. If required, brief media conferences will be held at the media room. 
 
Photographers 
Infield photographers must wear grey vests and must follow the instructions of Roland Hirsbrunner, the chief official in 
charge, as well as of officials and judges. All other photographers (blue vests) have their position on the tribune behind 
the finish line, with a direct, frontal view onto the home straight. 
Photographers’ vests will be handed out at the photographers’ briefing (at 4 p.m.) against a deposit of 50 CHF.  Please 
return your vests and pick up your deposit at the finish line after the end of the meeting. 
The photographers’ briefing is mandatory for all infield photographers! 

 
No-Go Zones in the Stadium 

During races, only members of the starter team and athletes may 
step on the track. This no-go zone rule applies throughout the 
entire race - as from the beginning of the preparation procedures 
prior to the start until the last athletes has passed the finish line. 
After races, photographers may surround the athletes only after 
the middle of the curve. For safety reasons, the area between 
the main stands and lane 9 is a no-go zone.  
 
A special box (with power connection) will be at the disposal of 
infield photographers to store material. Kindly use this box and 
help us to keep the infield as clean as possible. Please follow the 
instructions of the chief official in charge. Beverages are 
available in refrigerators. 

 
Award Ceremonies / Victory Laps  
Every winner will be handed a flag of his or her home country after passing the finish line. The athletes will carry the flag 
during their victory laps.  

 
Catering 
Media representatives on the media tribune and on the TV and radio work seats will receive refreshments offered by 
UBS. The refreshment bags will be served on the media tribune.
